S1  TITLE and JURISDICTION

S1.1  Title

This Series shall only be known as and referred to as the “2018 Kumho Tyre Australian V8 Touring
Car Series”.

S1.2  Authority / Jurisdiction

(@) Each event in the 2018 V8 Touring Car Series (Series) shall be conducted under the provisions
of the FIA International Sporting Code including Appendices; the National Competition Rules
(NCR) and Race Meeting Standing Regulations (RMSR) of the Confederation of Australian Motor
Sport Ltd (CAMS); the Sporting and Technical Regulations issued for this Series by CAMS;
Supplementary and Further Regulations issued by the Organiser at each round; Bulletins issued

by the Stewards, and any Driver Briefing Notes and instructions issued by the Clerk of the
Course at an event.
(b) This Series has been sanctioned by CAMS as an Authorised Series.
(c) Tri State Racing Pty Ltd has been appointed as the Category Manager (CM) by CAMS for this
Series.

S2  ADMINISTRATION

S2.1 Personnel

(@) The following personnel have been appointed to the Series by CAMS and/or the CM and have

the authority to administer the various aspects of these regulations as detailed in the RMSR.
(i) Category Administrator (CA) Liam Curkpatrick
(i) Technical Advisor (TA) Laurie Griffin

S3 COMPETITOR ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to compete in the Series, each Competitor must hold a current CAMS Competitor's
Licence.

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S4 AUTOMOBILE ELIGIBILITY

Each automobile must comply with the provisions of the 2018 V8 Touring Car Series Technical

Regulations to be eligible to compete in the Series.
S4.1 Replacement Automobiles

Following the commencement of the first qualifying session of each round of the Series, any
automobile that has been entered to compete at that round may not be replaced with another

automobile.

S5 DRIVER ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible to compete in the Series, each Driver must be a minimum of 16 years of age and hold a
current CAMS Provisional Circuit Licence (PC) or higher, unless noted otherwise in the supplementary

regulations for a particular round of the Series.
S5.1 Substitute Drivers

Prior to the commencement of the first qualifying session at each round of the Series, a Competitor
may nominate a substitute driver who may be permitted to compete in the remainder of the event

subject to the approval of the Stewards.

S6  SERIES ROUNDS / REGISTRATION

The Series shall be conducted over five (5) Rounds as detailed in the Series Calendar below. Each
race conducted as a part of the Series shall count in determining the final results.

S7 SERIES CALENDAR

The Series shall be conducted over the following rounds:

1 20 — 22 April Phillip Island
2 18 — 20 May Winton Motor Raceway
3 8 — 10 June Sydney Motorsport Park
4 20 — 22 July Queensland Raceway
5 24 — 26 August The Bend Motorsport Park

S8 ROUND FORMAT

The number, length and format of track sessions shall ultimately be negotiated between the CM and
the event organiser prior to a round of the Series and shall be advised in the relevant Supplementary /

Further Supplementary Regulations issued for an event.

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S8.1 Round Format

(@) Generally, the format for each round of the Series shall be as follows:

(i) Practice - Two (2) x 20 minute practice session
(i) Qualifying - One (1) x 20 minute Qualifying session
(i) Races - Two (2) x 20 minute races (approximately) expressed as a number of laps

- One (1) x 25 minute race (approximately) expressed as a number of laps
S8.2  Variations to Timetable

The timetable may be varied at any time due to exceptional circumstances only with the prior approval
of the Stewards.

S9 GRID DETERMINATION

(a) Race 1 & Race 2: The grid for Race 1 and Race 2 shall be determined as detailed in the RMSR
— Progressive Grid

(b) Race 3: The Grid for race 3 shall be determined by the aggregate Series points awarded to each
driver in races 1 & 2. Should more than one driver be on the same number of points such drivers

shall be placed in order of their fastest qualifying lap time.

S10 START PROCEDURE

The start procedure for each race shall be as detailed in the RMSR —Championship Start — Standing
Start except that pit crew may not access the grid and only the 1 minute board shall be displayed. This
shall occur when the first automobile stops on the grid at the end of the observation lap. The formation

lap shall commence when the green flag is displayed by the Starter.

S11 AWARDS and POINTSCORE

S11.1 Prizes and Trophies
Prizes, trophies and awards shall be determined by the CM and advised to each Competitor.
S11.2 Series Pointscore

(@) Points shall be awarded to drivers for Race 1 and Race 2 at each round of the Series according

to the table below.

(c) Points shall only be awarded to drivers classified as finishers in the final results of each race.

(d) In addition to the above, three (3) points shall be awarded to the driver that sets the fastest
qualifying lap time at each round of the Series.

(e) The results for each round of the Series shall be determined by the number of points awarded to
each driver at that round.

(fH Inthe event of a tie at the end of any round of the Series, the final positions for that round shall
be determined by comparing the results of each of the tied drivers in the final race of that round.
The higher place in the round results shall be awarded to the driver with the higher finishing
position in the final race.

(g) The driver gaining the highest points total over the five (5) rounds shall be declared the winner of

the Series.
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In the event of a tie at the end of the Series, final positions shall be determined by comparing the
race results achieved by each tied driver, with the driver with the highest number of first places
being awarded the higher Series position. If at this stage a tie still exists, it shall be resolved by
comparing the number of second, third or fourth places (and so on) achieved by each tied driver

until each position has been determined.

S12 EVENT OPERATIONS

S12.1 Series Registration and Entry

The Series shall operate under the CAMS Series Registration and Entry Process.

S12.2 Driver Briefings

Each Driver must attend the compulsory Drivers’ briefing.

The time and location of this briefing shall be detailed in the Supplementary or Further

Regulations for the event.
The attendance sheet must be signed by the Driver to confirm attendance.

Other compulsory briefings may be convened as required and shall be advised to each

Competitor accordingly.

S12.3 Impound/Parc Ferme

Each automobile, including those remaining in pit lane, must proceed directly to the designated
impound/Parc Ferme area via the most direct route (or as directed by Officials) at the conclusion
of qualifying, without returning to pit garage or paddock areas and without interference from any

third party (other than an Official).

Each automobile completing each race must proceed directly to the designated impound/Parc
Ferme area via the most direct route (or as directed by Officials) at the conclusion of the race,
without returning to pit garage or paddock areas and without interference from any third party

(other than an Official).

One (1) team member per automobile may be permitted to enter the designated impound/Parc
Ferme area for the purpose of checking tyre pressures and disconnection of a cool suit only. This
shall be permitted at the discretion of the Chief Scrutineer or their nominee only and the team

member must leave the impound/Parc Ferme area immediately once this work is complete.

An automobile may not be removed from the impound/Parc Ferme except with the express

permission of the Chief Scrutineer.

Work on an automobile is not permitted in the Pit Lane after the chequered flag has been
displayed at the conclusion of each session unless authorised by the Chief Scrutineer or their

nominee.

Any automobile that enters the Pit Lane or is still in the fast lane after the chequered flag has
been displayed must remain in the fast lane and proceed to the Parc Ferme or as otherwise

directed by an Official.
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S12.4 Qualifying

During qualifying, an automobile may not return to the pit garage or paddock area without the express

permission of the Chief Scrutineer. Any automobile that exits pit lane and returns to the pit garage or

paddock during qualifying, shall not be permitted to re-join that session.

S12.5 Pit Lane

Each Pit Crew member is required to sign a Pit Lane Indemnity Form prior to the first track

session and to display identification as and if required by the event Organiser.

Each Competitor must appoint a car controller who shall be solely responsible for the stopping of,

and the safe release of, the automobile at all times whilst the automobile is in pit lane.

Work on an automobile is not permitted in the fast lane at any time including whilst queued to

enter the track (eg during a red flag period).

S12.6 Removal of Automobiles from the Circuit

Following the commencement of the first qualifying session, it is not permitted to remove any

automobile from the circuit prior to the release of all automobiles from the Impound/Parc Ferme

established following the final race of that round of the Series without the prior express written

approval of the Chief Scrutineer.

S12.7 Pit Lane Speed Limit

A speed limit of 40 km/h shall apply in pit lane at all times.
If the limit is exceeded at any time during the event the Stewards may impose a penalty.

The designated pit lane speed limit area shall be defined by the speed restriction and

derestriction signs and lines at either end of the Pit Lane.

TYRES

Only the control tyres listed below are permitted for use in the Series:

(i) Dry weather tyres: Kumho 280/680R17 — S700 K91

(i) Wet weather tyres: Kumho 280/680R17 — W700 K21

At the first round of the Series for each automobile, a maximum of eight (8) dry tyres, of which
eight (8) may be new, shall be allowed for each automobile for all qualifying and races. These
tyres shall be marked prior to qualifying.

At each remaining round a maximum of eight (8) dry tyres may be used for all qualifying and
races of which only six (6) may be new tyres. Each remaining tyre for qualifying and races must
be previously marked tyres specifically for that automobile.

A driver may change to an alternative automobile during the Series but can only receive the
benefit of eight (8) new tyres at a round as per S13(b) once during the Series.

With the exception of treaded tyres used on a damp or wet track, these marked tyres are the only

tyres permitted to be used on that automobile during any qualifying session or race at that round.
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Within one (1) hour from the completion of the final practice session at each round of the Series,
each Competitor must present all tyres to the Chief Scrutineer (or their nominee) for marking at
the front of their respective garage/paddock bay.

Each wheel must be clearly marked with the automobile’s competition number before presenting
for tyre fitting.

Each Competitor is responsible for ensuring that each tyre is marked or re-marked as
appropriate. If any tyre is not marked for any reason or the markings become illegible, the
Competitor must notify the Chief Scrutineer immediately.

A replacement tyre shall only be permitted if the Chief Scrutineer is satisfied that due to
exceptional circumstances, the tyre in question can no longer be used. The Chief Scrutineer shall
ensure that the tyre to be replaced has been rendered unusable and that the replacement tyre is
of the same specification and of similar wear to the tyre being replaced.

Should a Competitor be permitted to replace a marked tyre, the automobile concerned must start
the next race at that round of the Series from the rear of the grid.

The use of any tyre heating, heat retention device or chemical treatment is prohibited.

Please note: The Chief Scrutineer shall be sole arbiter with regard to interpretation and application of

these tyre regulations. Any decision made by the Chief Scrutineer in this regard shall not be the

subject of any protest or appeal.

S14 FUEL

For the duration of an event, each Competitor must use only the control fuel supplied by the
official fuel supplier as nominated by the CM.

Please note: With the exception of ambient atmospheric air and the specified control fuel, no
other substance may be added to the intake charge of the engine.

Other substance/s must not be added to the control fuel.

Prior to the commencement of the first track session at each round of the Series, each
Competitor must purchase a minimum of fifty (50) litres of fuel per automobile entered, from the
official fuel supplier.

Each automobile shall receive one (1) full fifty (50) litre drum of control fuel from the official fuel
supplier on the Thursday night or Friday morning of the event, or on arrival at the circuit, subject
to circuit access by the official fuel supplier.

After each track session the official fuel supplier shall exchange a full drum of control fuel for an
empty drum.

Each automobile shall have two (2) fifty (50) litre drums of control fuel issued at their first round.

Each fuel drum shall remain the property of the official fuel supplier and there shall be a $50

charge for each additional drum required.

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Each fuel drum shall be labelled with the automobile’s competition number and team/driver name

for identification.
A fuel sample may be taken from a competition automobile at any time.

Each Competitor is responsible to ensure that any fuel sample from their competition automobile

is able to be obtained safely and promptly upon request by the Chief Scrutineer.

Each fuel sample shall be compared with that provided by the official fuel supplier. Any

discrepancy shall be reported to the Stewards by the Chief Scrutineer.

A specification analysis of the control fuel and fuel distribution details for each round shall be

available on request from the CM.

REFUELLING and FUEL TRANSFER

All refuelling and fuel transfer (including draining fuel) must be carried out in the Pit Garage or the

paddock area and must conform to the following requirements:

(i) The automobile’s engine must be switched off;

(i) A Fire Attendant must be present;

(i) The automobile and each vessel where fuel is being transferred must be earthed to a suitable
earth point;

(iv) Any draining or refuelling procedure must be carried out using “dry break” type fittings;

(v) All personnel handling fuel must discharge themselves of static electricity prior to participating
in any refuelling or fuel transferring procedures; and

(vi) Any mobile phone must be switched off in the immediate vicinity of the draining or refuelling
procedure.

Any device and substance, which changes the temperature of the fuel from the ambient air

temperature, is prohibited.

FUEL STORAGE and HANDLING

All fuel must only be stored or transferred at a temperature within 10 degrees Celsius (plus or

minus) of ambient temperature.

The maximum amount of fuel to be stored in the Pit Garage or the paddock area shall be advised

in the event Supplementary or Further Regulations.

Any fuel in excess of the Pit Garage or paddock area allowance must be stored in the bunded

fuel area.

Each Competitor must provide at least 2 x 4.5kg dry chemical fire extinguishers, in working order,

for each of their competing automobiles.
Each area in which fuel is being stored must be:

(i) Adequately ventilated and have unimpeded access; and

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(i) Be clean and free of potentially flammable materials e.g., paper, rags, oily fabrics etc.

(f) At all times when emptying or refilling a refuelling tower in the pit lane garage all personnel must
be fully attired in the apparel as per Schedule N Part 2 of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. Each
Competitor must also ensure that a similarly attired attendant, with a fire extinguisher in working

order, is present.

(g) Non-essential personnel, such as sponsors, families, other guests of the Team, or members of
the public must be removed from the immediate area of the refuelling operation until the
operation is completed.

S17 SAFETY/GARAGES

(@) When warming up an automobile’s engine the automobile must be moved outside its Pit
Garage/marquee unless either an extraction fan or an exhaust extension, which directs exhaust
fumes outside the Pit Garage, is used.

(b) Only “A” boards and advertising flags may be in front of a garage/marquee. Vehicles, buggies,
fuel drums etc must not be parked/stored in front of a garage/marquee.

(c) A shade structure of any sort is not permitted to be situated adjacent to the rear of a
garage/marquee and cannot be located any closer to the rear of a garage/marquee than the rear
edge of the automobile’s transporter.

(d) Event hours shall be advised by the CM prior to each event and may be published in
Supplementary/Further Supplementary Regulations for the event. At all times during event hours:
(i) Each garage/marquee door must be kept fully open to allow a constant, unimpeded line of

site through the garage/marquee.

(i) Any screen or partition that impedes the line of sight from the rear of the garage/marquee
through to Pit Lane by more than twenty-five (25) percent of the available garage/marquee
width and to a height of 1.5 metres is strictly prohibited.

(iii) A screen, curtain, drape, cover or other obstruction which in any way obscures any part of
an automobile is not permitted in a Pit Garage/marquee, in the Pit Lane or on the grid unless
it is clear any such cover is needed solely for mechanical reasons which could, for example,
include protecting against fire.

(iv) Any engine, gearbox or radiator cover is not permitted whilst an engine is being changed or
moved around the garage/marquee. Additionally, personnel and parts such as, but not
limited to, wall panels, tyre racks, wheels, tyres, fuel rigs or tool trolleys may not be used as
an obstruction.

(v) Itis permitted to place covers over a damaged automobile which has been withdrawn from
the event.

(vi) It is permitted to fit and remove windscreen shades from an automobile when the

automobile is in Pit Lane or on the grid.
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S18 RAIN LIGHT

The rain light fitted to each automobile must be illuminated at all times whilst the automobile is fitted
with wet weather tyres and is being driven on the race circuit or as otherwise directed by Race

Control.

S19 AUTOMOBILE MARKINGS

(@) Each automobile must comply with Schedule K of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and the

following requirements:

() The automobile’s competition number must be displayed on the front windscreen, both rear

side windows and the rear windscreen.

(i) Display of the automobile’s competition number on each side of the automobile as per

Schedule K is optional.

(i) Each automobile must display the Series markings, appropriately attached and positioned

as shown in the Decal Placement diagram in Appendix 1.

S20 AUTOMATIC TIMING

At all times when an automobile is on the circuit at an event it must have the correct fully charged

timing transmitter fitted and operating.

S21 MoTeC BEACON

(a) A MoTeC lap timing beacon transmitter shall be placed at the start/finish line by the CM.
(b) The frequency of the beacon shall be advised to each Competitor by the CM.
(c) The Series beacon shall be positioned closest to the start/finish line and no other beacon/stand

may be placed within 3 metres of this ‘official’ beacon.

S22 VIDEO CAMERA and RECORDING DEVICE

(@) Each automobile entered in the Series must be fitted with a fully operational digital video
camera and recording device and any associated camera equipment to ensure the full
functionality and recording capability of the camera in all practice, qualifying and racing
sessions.

(b) The camera system must be supplied by the Competitor and authorised by the CM.

(c) Each in-car camera chip must be labelled with the automobile’s competition number.

(d) The camera and its associated equipment shall be installed in the automobile with the camera
pointed in a forward direction with a field of vision sufficiently wide to record clearly, and

without obstruction at all times, the Drivers view of the race track ahead.

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Each Competitor shall be required to ensure that the camera is switched on and functioning in
the correct manner prior to the automobile entering the Circuit for each practice, qualifying and
racing session.

Access to the camera must be provided to technicians appointed by the CM at any time upon
request.

No person other than personnel authorised by the CM shall interfere with the camera, other than
to remove and replace the flash card. Flashcards must remain in the camera for thirty (30)
minutes after any track activity.

Each Competitor is permitted access to the video images recorded by any camera in their
automobile, however the footage is “strictly for private internal purposes”; that is, it cannot be
sold, licensed, broadcast, published, commercially exploited or otherwise publicly displayed or
distributed, including in any case via internet or social media.

When requested, each Competitor must immediately provide the flash card to the Clerk of the

Course, their nominee and/or the Stewards.

RACE MANAGEMENT CHANNEL (RMC)

A race management radio is mandatory.

Each Competitor must monitor the RMC, on a strictly listening basis only, during each session
and race from at least fifteen (15) minutes prior to the scheduled start time until the automobile is
released from Parc Ferme.

All relevant track messages received on the RMC must be relayed to the Driver as well as the
Team Manager.

The RMC frequency is 471.700 MHz 71.9 Hz.

TENDER VEHICLES

The maximum height of a tender vehicle permitted to enter Pit Lane is 2 metres.
A competition number the same as the respective competition automobile must be attached to
the front windscreen of each tender vehicle prior to entering Pit Lane. Each nhumber must be the

same colour, size and location as the competition automobile.
